Description: Though we may not all be fans of it, shopping is a part of most of our lives. And whilst 
going into a shop may seem easy enough for many of our students, mastering the language 
associated with this topic can be anything but! The exercises in this activity sheet help to familiarise 
students with Verbs Associated with Shopping, allowing them fun and varied practice, both alone 
and in pairs. 
 
Aim: To practise Verbs Associated with Shopping though a series of written and communicative 
exercises. 
 
Procedure: Give each student a copy of the two-page activity sheet. 
 
 
Exercise A: Students begin by matching the beginnings of the sentences with the correct endings.
